Juicy Groups Structure (40 min)

Smash the Fruit (4 min)
Smash the Fruit is a 4-minute ice-breaker to allow children to get to know each other and the Mentor Group Leader (MGL). This should allow children to be more receptive to those who are teaching and open to sharing what’s on their heart.  

The Juicy and DQ’s (10 min)
This is the meat of the small group time. This is where the MGL’s will give a very short teaching about the topic. After the teaching, there are discussion questions to engage the children. MGL’s are encouraged to have a good understanding of the topics to help keep discussion time on topic and to do their best to answer (or find an answer) questions.
Juicy – (SAY THIS) Joy is a choice! The same way you can choose what kind of drink you want, milk, juice, water, soda, you can choose what kind of jelly you want on your PB&J sandwich you can choose your attitude!
In life we are put in so many situations and we have to make a decision about what attitude we will have in it. You could be given a free pizza but be upset because it is just cheese and doesn’t have any “special” toppings…. But its FREE!!! Your parents could tell you that you won’t be able to make the trip to that special theme park but choose to be happy that you will still be able to spend time with your family doing other fun things! This was the story we heard on Wednesday night during Kid Studio Live wasn’t it? Yeah do you all remember the different curtains and attitudes we saw?

Discussion Questions

Juicy Sheets (7 min)
Juicy Sheets are activity sheets that will be passed out. They consist of a few different activities that kids can do by themselves. Juicy Sheets are lesson-specific.

Give the children time to complete the Juicy Sheet

Fruitivity (5 min)
We call this a “fruitivity” because it’s an activity centered around a fruit that corresponds with the lesson. It’s another fun way to engage kids and get them thinking about the “fruits of the Spirit” every time they see that fruit.

Juicy Game (7 min)
This is a fun game for the Juicy Groups to play in their small groups. Again, even our games reinforce the lesson.

Salvation Call (2 min)
Every week in every Juicy Group we want to invite kids who don’t know Jesus to make Him boss of their life. Children will repeat a prayer that the MGL will lead them in and celebrate any decisions!!
Salvation prayer (have the children repeat after you – “Dear Jesus, I Admit that I have sinned and messed up in my life. I Believe that you still love me and died on the cross to save me. I Commit from today on to do my best to follow you and the example that you lived. We love you Jesus, Amen!”


Prayer (5min)
No group should be dismissed without a time of prayer and praise. Use this time to pray over any needs in your group and hoot and holler over any praise reports. Prayer and Praise Cards will be available for kids to write down their requests or reports.

Encourage the children to share with you something they would like prayer for. (Example – sickness, school test, friendships, family, fear)
