Week 4 of 9 of Kid Nation’s Series Juicy

SCRIPTURES: All NLT…Galatians 5:22-23; Psalm 40:1; Galatians 6:9

PROPS: Homemade ice cream makings; 3 small tables w/bread items; 3 flower pots and flowers

SETUP: 3 tables setup in row on big stage (table 1: dry bread ingredients; table 2: bread dough; table 3: freshly baked bread); 3 flower pots (pot 1: dirt only with open seed packet laying on top; pot 2: plant leaves, no flowers; pot 3: flowers)


Our Kid Word states that…

	22But the Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit in our lives: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23gentleness, and self-control. There is no law against these things! –2 Samuel 22:17 (NLT)



Patience is one of the fruits of the Spirit. This means that one way people can see that Jesus is a part of your life is by being patient. Being patient can be a pretty tough thing to do because we want everything right now!

Wow! That’s so cool!! We’ll have to see if he’s willing to be patient to play with that really big ball and have tons of fun or if he will not be patient and decide to play with that small ball.

Being patient means that we are willing to wait. Normally when we wait for something whatever it is that we are waiting for is really cool.

The Bible states…

	So let’s not get tired of doing what is good. At just the right time we will reap a harvest of blessing if we don’t give up. –Galatians 6:9, NLT



This means that we shouldn’t grow impatient because if we are patient and continue to do what’s asked of us we will be blessed. It’s kind of like baking bread. Who likes baking bread? I love fresh bread. Honestly, I don’t bake a lot of bread, but my wife—Miss Brieana—bakes bread all the time. I’ve watched her bake bread and I see how patient she has to be. You can’t just throw ingredients on a table and expect them to do what you want. You have to mix them together and go through the whole process. Sometimes it means you have to wait a while.

Imagine what it would be like if you didn’t wait for the bread to go through the right process. It could taste like this—powdery and totally not good. (Eat the bread flour on 1st table) Even if you wait a little bit, but not as long as you’re supposed to it still isn’t going to turn out like it was intended. (Eat the non-risen bread on 2nd table) However, if you go through the whole process, which means being patient as it bakes and rises you’ll have the most delicious bread ever. (Eat the good bread on 3rd table)

	TECH TEAM: Replace bread goods from table with flower pots. 1st table has pot with dirt and seeds; 2nd table has pot with leaves only; 3rd table has pot with flowers



When we’re patient we get to experience the best. I can tell some of you can’t wait until your adults. Maybe some of you have said something like, “I can’t wait until I’m a mom or dad because I can do______” or “I want ______ right now!” You don’t realize that it’s best to enjoy being a kid, be patient and learn as you grow. The more patient you are while growing the better adult you will be.

Some of us have special gifts and talents, but you wish you were the best at what you do. The more you practice and are patient you will eventually be the best. Bing the best at something normally does not happen overnight. It takes time and patience. So, don’t give up—keep going and be patient.

God hears those who are patient…

	I waited patiently for the Lord to help me, and he turned to me and heard my cry.
–Psalm 40:1



God has such great things in store for each of you. Imagine if you were like this seed. (show 1st flower pot and place seeds inside dirt) Maybe you are tired of being in this dirt. It’s dark, lonely and sometimes it’s wet because of the rain. If someone takes you out of the dirt (take seeds out) now you’re still just a seed. It’s not very exciting and definitely not what God planned for the seed. Now, imagine that you’re like this seed and you wait a little bit. You have had some water, some sunlight and (show 2nd flower pot with leaves) in fact you’ve come out of the ground now. If they take you out now, you look pretty good, but you’re still not all that God had planned for your “seed” life. Now imagine if you’re patient what your seed will look like. Imagine if you’ve taken the time to take care of your seed and not rushed it. Look!! (show 3rd flower pot with beautiful flowers) You’re seed will end up beautiful just like God planned all along.

You see, there is POWER in patience. The power lies with those who are willing to wait. Whether we have to be patient with a sibling because they whine a lot or patient with developing a talent we will see the great results. Some of us give up to easily and God wants us to keep going and be patient.
