[bookmark: _GoBack]Faith is fuel object lesson
Props: 90% rubbing alcohol, water bottle marked faith, water bottle marked disbelief filled with normal water, pour both into stainless steel cookie sheets and attempt to light them. The alcohol makes lots of flames and lasts about 30 seconds for 1 cup of fuel.
Begin by talking about the story of the Israelites and the wall of Jericho, then discuss pastor Justyn’s trust fall on Wednesday, Curly Joe and the Nascar driver that ran out of gas because he didn’t re-fuel.
Play a quick round of word association with the children. Say a word and ask what they think of right away. (i.e. pig, dark, lemon, God, party, water…) Then make the last one FIRE, and say…
When I think of fire I think of fuel. Fire makes so many different things happen. In a car engine it’s the gas that sparks and causes the cylinders to move, in a steam train it’s the fire that creates the steam to drive it forward, in the stove it’s the fire that prepares the food for our consumption. Fire is a key in so many different things. We use fire to produce all kinds of different materials and services!
Our lives are very similar. When we have faith we can do AMAZING THINGS!

Here I have two bottles, one is filled with faith and one is filled with disbelief. Now let’s see what happens when our lives are filled with these things… (Lighter called GOD)
When God ignites our disbelief… nothing happens… we cant do anything with disbelief (Light water)
When God ignites our faith we can do an innumerable amount of things! (Light alcohol)
So how do I have faith you ask? Doesn’t god just give me faith
Hebrews 11:1 Faith is the confidence that what we hope for will actually happen; it gives us assurance about things we cannot see
Well, we walk by faith, we walk with Jesus in our sights, we don’t focus on the things going on around us but focus on the Jesus before us.
