Studio Group Structure (40 min) 4th – 6th Grade

Smash the Fruit (4 min) 
Smash the Fruit is a 4-minute ice-breaker to allow children to get to know each other and the Mentor Group Leader (MGL). This should allow children to be more receptive to those who are teaching and open to sharing what’s on their heart.  

Do You Love Your Neighbor?
Form the group in a circle with one person in the middle. Middle man asks someone on the circle, "do you love your neighbor"? circle man has 2 choices 

1)No- at that point neighbors on each side exchange places while middle man tries to get in one of their seats before they can. Whoever doesn't have a seat becomes middle man. 

2) Yes I love my neighbor, but I don't like (at this point circle man may choose anything people are wearing, the color of their hair, age, city they live in etc.) If you are on the circle and this fits you, you must move from your seat to another open seat, while middle man tries to get in a vacant seat. 

The Juicy and DQ’s (10 min)
This is the meat of the small group time. This is where the MGL’s will give a very short teaching about the topic. After the teaching, there are discussion questions to engage the children. MGL’s are encouraged to have a good understanding of the topics to help keep discussion time on topic and to do their best to answer (or find an answer) questions.

Faithfulness is Fuel
On Wednesday we talked about how our faith is our fuel.  We need it to keep us going strong for Jesus!  Pastor Justyn talked about 2 ways we can refuel our faith… keep it strong. The first one was listen to God.
1. How can we listen to God?  (Read our bible, pray, worship, Etc.)
2. What is something that you can start doing today to listen to God better? (Read bible every day, pray when I get up in the morning and go to sleep, etc.)
The second one was Speak. 2 Corinthians 4:13 says, “It is written, "I believed, and so I have spoken."—(Psalm 116:10) With that same spirit of faith we also believe. And we also speak.”  We have to speak good things into our life.
3. What are examples of good things we can speak into our life?  (I can do this, God is on my side; I am smart; I will finish; God loves me; etc.)
4. If you ever have a hard time speaking good things into your life, what can you do?  (Pray to the Holy Spirit/God for help; read the bible to find scriptures like “I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.”)

Juicy Sheets (7 min)
Juicy Sheets are activity sheets that will be passed out. They consist of a few different activities that kids can do by themselves. Juicy Sheets are lesson-specific.
Give the children time to complete the Juicy Sheet
Answer:  FAITH IS WHAT KEEPS US GOING EVEN WHEN THINGS ARE HARD.

Fruitivity (5 min)
We call this a “fruitivity” because it’s an activity centered on a fruit that corresponds with the lesson. It’s another fun way to engage kids and get them thinking about the “fruits of the Spirit” every time they see that fruit.

Discuss things that, like a kiwi, may not look very good on the outside but can be great on the inside! What happens when we find out how great it is? 
What would happen if we never took the time to find out what it was like on the inside?
When have you taken the time to find out about something that ended up being really great?
· EXAMPLES
· A new kid at school
· Food you’ve never tried
· Rides at amusement parks
· Events at church
· Events at school
· New families in your neighborhood

Juicy Game (7 min)
This is a fun game for the Juicy Groups to play in their small groups. Again, even our games reinforce the lesson.

[bookmark: _GoBack]On Wednesday Pastor Justyn talked to us about how we can refuel our faith.  One of them was to Listen and the other one was to speak.  So today we are going to listen and speak to each other.

Instructions: 
Sit in a circle.  You (Leader) will whisper a phrase from below to the person sitting next to you (clockwise).  You cannot say it more than once so make sure you state it clear… and kids make sure you are listening.  Then that person will whisper it and so on.  You cannot repeat it more than once.  Whatever you hear you repeat.

Phrases:
· We live by faith, not by sight.
· I can do all things through Christ who gives me strength.
· Faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.
· I have fought the good fight, I have finished the race, I have kept the faith.
· In Him and through faith in Him we may approach God with freedom and confidence.

Salvation Call (2 min)
Every week in every Juicy Group we want to invite kids who don’t know Jesus to make Him boss of their life. Children will repeat a prayer that the MGL will lead them in and celebrate any decisions!!
Salvation prayer: have the children repeat after you – “Dear Jesus, I Admit that I have sinned and messed up in my life. I believe that you still love me and died on the cross to save me. I commit from today on to do my best to follow you and the example that you lived. We love you Jesus, Amen!”
Prayer (5min)
No group should be dismissed without a time of prayer and praise. Use this time to pray over any needs in your group and hoot and holler over any praise reports. Prayer and Praise Cards will be available for kids to write down their requests or reports.
Encourage the children to share with you something they would like prayer for. (Example – sickness, school test, friendships, family, fear)
