Smash the Fruit (4 min) 
Smash the Fruit is a 4-minute ice-breaker to allow children to get to know each other and the Mentor Group Leader (MGL). This should allow children to be more receptive to those who are teaching and open to sharing what’s on their heart.  

All Tied Up
· Have everyone stand in a circle.
· Reach out with their left hand, and grasp someone's hand across from them.
· Reach out with the right hand, and grasp someone else's hand.  Each player must be holding hands with two different people.
· Challenge them to undo themselves into a circle.
It can work with any size group, but small to medium size groups work best.  Once you get over 9 people, split them into two groups.  The groups must always have an even number so the leader may have to get involved too



The Juicy and DQ’s (10 min)
This is the meat of the small group time. This is where the MGL’s will give a very short teaching about the topic. After the teaching, there are discussion questions to engage the children. MGL’s are encouraged to have a good understanding of the topics to help keep discussion time on topic and to do their best to answer (or find an answer) questions.

Goodness is Being Obedient to God
This Wednesday we learned that God created us to do good.  The bible says that we are his masterpiece and that he planned for us to do good things long before we were ever born. They way we do good is by being obedient to God.
1. Are there things that you do to disobey God?
2. If so how can you change that?
We also learned that we need to show God’s goodness through our lives.  The bible says that we are God’s chosen people… and we need to show others the goodness of God.
3. How do we show others God’s goodness?
4. Why is it important that we Christians show others God’s goodness? 


Juicy Sheets (7 min)
Juicy Sheets are activity sheets that will be passed out. They consist of a few different activities that kids can do by themselves. Juicy Sheets are lesson-specific.

Give the children time to complete the Juicy Sheet
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fruitivity (5 min)
We call this a “fruitivity” because it’s an activity centered around a fruit that corresponds with the lesson. It’s another fun way to engage kids and get them thinking about the “fruits of the Spirit” every time they see that fruit.

Materials Need: Orange slice candies.  

· Ask the kids, “What do you expect it to be like when you bite in to an orange slice?”  And, “What makes an orange slice super yummy?”  Allow the kids to answer these questions.  
· Give each kid an orange slice and ask, “Is it what you expected?”
· Ask, “Now think about what you are like when someone “bites” into you… do they receive goodness from you?”

Juicy Game (7 min)
This is a fun game for the Juicy Groups to play in their small groups. Again, even our games reinforce the lesson.

Simon Says

Play Simon says with the kids… they will have to practice being obedient.


Salvation Call (2 min)
Every week in every Juicy Group we want to invite kids who don’t know Jesus to make Him boss of their life. Children will repeat a prayer that the MGL will lead them in and celebrate any decisions!!

Salvation prayer: have the children repeat after you – “Dear Jesus, I Admit that I have sinned and messed up in my life. I believe that you still love me and died on the cross to save me. I commit from today on to do my best to follow you and the example that you lived. We love you Jesus, Amen!”


Prayer (5min)
No group should be dismissed without a time of prayer and praise. Use this time to pray over any needs in your group and hoot and holler over any praise reports. Prayer and Praise Cards will be available for kids to write down their requests or reports.

Encourage the children to share with you something they would like prayer for. (Example – sickness, school test, friendships, family, fear)
· Have them pray with each other
· You lead the prayer  or
· Have one of the children lead the prayer
