JESUS GIVES ME POWER (JR LIFEGUARD)
Week 2 of 2 of Kid Nation’s Series Rescued

SCRIPTURES: All NLT…2 Samuel 22:17; Matthew 28:18-20; John 12:26; 2 Timothy 1:7

[bookmark: _GoBack]PROPS: lifeguard uniform; lifesavers; 3 life preservers with rope tied around; 3 pool noodles

SETUP: Three people needing rescue spread throughout the kids, mic’d up.

	Play Jaws theme music…three people will be staged and drowning in a sea of children. PJ comes onto stage and sees three people who are drowning. He rescues all of them, but barely. PJ will go into the crowd of kids with his lifeguard gear and pull the three drowning people out.



Our Kid Word states that…

	He reached down from heaven and rescued me; He drew me out of deep waters.
–2 Samuel 22:17 (NLT)



Last week we talked about how Jesus is the ultimate lifeguard and how He saved us from drowning in an ocean of sin and evil. Not only did He rescue us, but He’s the ultimate lifeguard, which means unlike normal beach lifeguards, Jesus stays with us and continues to rescue us whenever we need Him. All we have to do is cry out to Him.

This week we’re talking about how Jesus gives us power. First, I want you to understand that Jesus is all-powerful, which means He can do anything He wants at any time. He’s like the superest superhero you’ve ever seen. However, Jesus doesn’t want to do everything by Himself. He wants to have a relationship with us, which means He doesn’t force us to do stuff He wants. He wants us to choose to love Him and do things for Him.

One of the things our ultimate lifeguard did before He joined His Father in heaven was give us power. That’s right!! We have power to do amazing things for Jesus. I need everyone to pay close attention to this, because what I’m about to tell you is the main reason He gave us power. It’s found in the book of Matthew…





	Jesus came and told his disciples, “I have been given all authority in heaven and on earth. 19Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and the Son and the Holy Spirit. 20Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands I have given you. And be sure of this: I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”
–Matthew 28:18-20 (NLT)



There is no doubt that Jesus has the power to force everyone to get saved, but remember He wants us to want to get saved. He doesn’t want to force us because that wouldn’t be a relationship. Do you remember how we opened up our teaching time? We had three people drowning in an ocean of kids. Jesus gave us power to rescue those kids. Because Jesus went to be with His Dad in heaven, He gave us someone called the Holy Spirit to give us power to rescue people drowning in sin.

That’s right!! Jesus wants you to become lifeguards too. There are so many people drowning in sin that He needs us all to help rescue them. Some of these people who are drowning can be friends in your neighborhood, school or family members. They need you to rescue them by telling them about Jesus and what He has done for them.

Jesus wants us to rescue people so we can show them how to be lifeguards too. Our lifeguard manual is right here. It’s the Bible!! (SHOW BIBLE SLIDE) When we need help we can always talk with the ultimate lifeguard. He’s always with us.

To become a Junior Lifeguard we have to do what the Bible says,

	Anyone who wants to be my disciple [junior lifeguard] must follow me, because me servants must be where I am. And the Father will honor anyone who serves me. 
–John 12:26 (NLT)



So here’s what we need to do:

1. Be on the lookout for friends who are drowning

Be a great example wherever you are. Ask your parents what unsaved friends you can hang out with so you can get to know them better and eventually tell them about the ultimate lifeguard.

2. Swim out and save our friends

	For God has not given us a spirit of fear and timidity, but of power, love, and self
discipline. –2 Timothy 1:7, (NLT)



Don’t be afraid to talk to your friends about Jesus. Remember that the Holy Spirit has given us a spirit of fear, but has given us a spirit of power…

3. Teach them to be lifeguards too

After you become a lifeguard Jesus wants us to tell others…
