JESUS IS MY SAVIOR (MY LIFEGUARD)
Week 1 of 2 of Kid Nation’s Series Rescued

[bookmark: _GoBack]SCRIPTURES: All NLT…2 Samuel 22:17; Romans 10:9-10; Romans 3:23; Matthew 28:20b

PROPS: Dunk tank; lifeguard uniform

SETUP: Dunk tank to right of lower stage; no headset microphone, instead use overhead microphones and have handheld microphone available

	Play Jaws theme music…child will be in dunk tank yelling for help…PJ will come from backstage to rescue child. [once child is pulled out
have towel ready for child and bring to green room to dry off and change]
[Have a towel ready for PJ to semi-dry off and a handheld MICROPHONE…]



Our Kid Word states that…

	He reached down from heaven and rescued me; He drew me out of deep waters.
–2 Samuel 22:17 (NLT)



Jesus is kind of like a lifeguard. When you think of a lifeguard, what are some things that you think of? Do you think of…(show first 3 pictures)…or do you think of this? (show picture of lifeguard).


	PJ will get back into the water to illustrate how we are all in deep water.



WE ARE ALL IN DEEP WATER

The Bible says…

	For everyone has sinned; we all fall short of God’s glorious standard.
–Romans 3:23 (NLT)



Basically, the Bible is saying that all of us—no matter how old—are in deep water. It’s kind of like everyone in the world is floating in water waiting for someone to save them. Some people have a tougher time than others. Some are not good at treading water, while others are pretty good. Some are sinking, while others are staying just above water. It’s our sin (evil) that keeps us in water. It’s this same evil that keeps us from seeing our lifeguard.

CALL OUT TO THE LIFEGUARD

As the lifeguard I was able to save the child from drowning because he/she cried out for help. If he/she wouldn’t have cried out, I may have never known that help was needed. The only difference between me as a lifeguard and Jesus as a lifeguard is that He knows we all need help. He’s just waiting for us to call out.
The Bible says…

	9If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10For it is by believing in your heart that you are made right with God, and it is by confessing with your mouth that you are saved. –Romans 10:9-10 (NLT)



All we have to do is ask Jesus for help and He will help us. Just like if you were drowning and you needed help—you’d yell and do everything to get the lifeguard’s attention—you need to tell Jesus that you need Him.

	PJ will get out of the water at this point. [Have a towel ready for PJ to semi-dry off and a handheld MICROPHONE…]



ALLOW JESUS TO CHANGE YOU

After a lifeguard saves someone from drowning, they usually bring them onto shore and help them further. The lifeguard makes sure the saved person is breathing okay and healthy. After you cry out to Jesus and He saves you, Jesus doesn’t want you to run away. He wants to take care of you. He wants you to talk with Him and tell Him all your good times and all your bad times.

	I am with you always even to the end of the age. –Matthew 28:20b (NLT)



What makes Jesus the ultimate lifeguard is that He stays with us. Normal lifeguards will save people and then move on—eventually forgetting about the person they saved. Jesus will never forget you and He’s always here for you when you need Him.

ALTAR CALL

Cue music until band enters stage. PJ will leave stage while praying and band (Brooke) will take over…
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
