Smash the Fruit (4 min)

Smash the Fruit is a 4-minute ice-breaker to allow children to get to know each other and the Mentor Group Leader (MGL). This should allow children to be more receptive to those who are teaching and open to sharing what’s on their heart.  

GUESS THE CHARACTER 

Directions: Tell the children that you will describe a cartoon character and they will take turns trying to guess who you are describing.   

Describe the following characters (use 1-2 personality characteristics of each one)

· Spongebob (funny, loves his job, yellow, lives in a pineapple)

· Mickey Mouse (always happy, friendly, has big ears)

· Dora the Explorer (very helpful, loves her family, speaks spanish)

· Princes Bell (she is kind, she helps people, she wears a  yellow dress and has long brown hair)

The Juicy and DQ’s (10 min)

This is the meat of the small group time. This is where the MGL’s will give a very short teaching about the topic. After the teaching, there are discussion questions to engage the children. MGL’s are encouraged to have a good understanding of the topics to help keep discussion time on topic and to do their best to answer (or find an answer) questions.

Kindness Shows Character

When we show kindness, we are showing God’s character though us.  Kindness is about seeking good things for other people.  It could be helping someone with a chore.  It could be sitting with someone at lunch when they are alone.  It could be helping someone practice for a talent show.  One super important thing about kindness is that God wants us to be kind to everyone (even if they are unkind to us sometimes).

Juicy Sheets (7 min)

Give the children time to complete the Juicy Sheet

This week we will combine the time for Fruitivity and Juicy Game to allow the children time to make a mothers day card.

· Construction paper cut in ½ (8 ½ x 11)

· Self-sticking foam flowers and hearts (all shapes and sizes)(enough for 2 for each child)

· Markers

· Crayons

· Poem

· Glue Sticks

Directions: 

1. Explain to the children that they will spend the next 10 minutes creating a card for their mother, grandmother or any other person that is like their  mom to them. 

2. Give each child ½ sheet of construction paper

3. Give each child 3 foam flowers. 

4. Let them add the flowers and draw with markers.

5. Have them glue the poem on the inside.

6. Encourage them to write a message on the inside to their mom. 

a. Happy Mother's Day!

b. I LOVE YOU!

c. You are the best mom ever!

Salvation Call (2 min)
