Studio Group Structure (31 min) 1st – 3rd Grade

Family Time (4 min) 
Family Time is a 4-minute ice-breaker to allow children to get to know each other and the Mentor Group Leader (MGL). This should allow children to be more receptive to those who are teaching and open to sharing what’s on their heart.  

BEST AND WORST

· Have each child introduce themselves (first name is good enough)
· Have them tell everyone else in the group the BEST thing they have ever tasted and the WORST thing they have ever tasted. 
· Allow for conversation between the children (try to keep it minimal for the sake of time)


The Core and DQ’s (9 min)
This is the core of the small group time. This is where the MGL’s will give a very short teaching about the topic. After the teaching, there are discussion questions to engage the children. MGL’s are encouraged to have a good understanding of the topics to help keep discussion time on topic and to do their best to answer (or find an answer) questions.
Let’s Talk About the Bible Story that is found in Acts 9: 3-21

Ask the children the questions. If they are unable to answer them, read the verse where the answer is from and allow them to answer the questions. Or allow them to read the verse out loud from their Bible. 

· How did Saul treat people who loved Jesus? He would hurt them, be mean and even bully them! Vs 1 and 5
· What made him fall to the ground? A light from heaven – verse 3
· What happened to him?  He was blinded by a bright light – verse 3 & 8
· Who talked to him when he was on the ground? Jesus did.  verse 4 and 5
· What did Jesus ask him?  Why are you persecuting me? Verse 4
· Where did he have to go in order to find out what he was supposed to do next?  Jesus told him to go to the city – verse 6
· Once he was in the city, who told Saul what he was going to do next? Ananias – verse 17
· How did Saul change? He now loved God and said “He is the Son of God!” vs 21 

From this story we can see how Saul tried something different then what he was used to. He used to hate people who loved Jesus. And then he chose to change his mind and feelings for how he thought of Jesus. 

Sweet Summer Guide – Activity page (13 min)

· KID WORD: Have one or two of the children read the Kid Word.
· Ask if any of the children have memorized it. 
· Take a few minutes to allow them to repeat it to you 
· If they have memorized it, give them a 3 Kid Points card

· KID ANSWER: 
Tell the children that when their parents/other adult pick them up and ask them… “did you have fun”, “what did you learn today?” etc….that they should answer with the Kid Answer. Read it to them once and allow them to read it again or repeat it out loud. 

· ACTIVITY PAGE:
Have the children complete the activity page. Go over the different activities on the page and then allow the children to work on it on their own. 
· Have them color the picture of Saul on the road as he becomes blind.
· Have them complete the maze and help Paul reach Damascus. 
· Have them try something new…find a new friend and play tic-tac-toe.

· MAD LIBS
Read this together as a group. Tell the children to stop wherever they are at in the activity book and to turn to this page. 
See if they can guess what word the pictures are saying. 

Read the story When I Grow Up together and allow different children to fill in the blanks. 
Encourage the children to add very descriptive words. 

· At Home Family Challenge
Review this page with the children and explain that we want them to make ice cream at home or go as a family to get some ice cream. 
Ask them to share a picture either by emailing it, posting on FB or bringing it next week. 

· Journal Pages
Tell the children to take some time during the week to draw a picture and write a few sentences about their family challenge. They can also ask their family to write in the journal as well. 

Salvation Call (1 min)
Every week in every Juicy Group we want to invite kids who don’t know Jesus to make Him boss of their life. Children will repeat a prayer that the MGL will lead them in and celebrate any decisions!!
Salvation prayer: have the children repeat after you – “Dear Jesus, I Admit that I have sinned and messed up in my life. I believe that you still love me and died on the cross to save me. I commit from today on to do my best to follow you and the example that you lived. We love you Jesus, Amen!”
Prayer (4min)
No group should be dismissed without a time of prayer and praise. Use this time to pray over any needs in your group and hoot and holler over any praise reports. Prayer and Praise Cards will be available for kids to write down their requests or reports.
Encourage the children to share with you something they would like prayer for. (Example – sickness, school test, friendships, family, fear)
· Have them pray with each other
