Family Time (4 min) 
Family Time is a 4-minute ice-breaker to allow children to get to know each other and the Mentor Group Leader (MGL). This should allow children to be more receptive to those who are teaching and open to sharing what’s on their heart.  

Introduce yourself and answer the following question (Have each kids do the same):
· What are you most excited about for this summer?

The Core and DQ’s (9 min)
This is the core of the small group time. This is where the MGL’s will give a very short teaching about the topic. After the teaching, there are discussion questions to engage the children. MGL’s are encouraged to have a good understanding of the topics to help keep discussion time on topic and to do their best to answer (or find an answer) questions.
Parable of the Lost Son
Read the following story to the children…or ask the children to tell you what happens next throughout the story.
11 To illustrate the point further, Jesus told them this story: “A man had two sons. 12 The younger son told his father, ‘I want my share of your estate now before you die.’ So his father agreed to divide his wealth between his sons.
13 “A few days later this younger son packed all his belongings and moved to a distant land, and there he wasted all his money in wild living. 14 About the time his money ran out, a great famine swept over the land, and he began to starve. 15 He persuaded a local farmer to hire him, and the man sent him into his fields to feed the pigs. 16 The young man became so hungry that even the pods he was feeding the pigs looked good to him. But no one gave him anything.
17 “When he finally came to his senses, he said to himself, ‘At home even the hired servants have food enough to spare, and here I am dying of hunger! 18 I will go home to my father and say, “Father, I have sinned against both heaven and you, 19 and I am no longer worthy of being called your son. Please take me on as a hired servant.”’
20 “So he returned home to his father. And while he was still a long way off, his father saw him coming. Filled with love and compassion, he ran to his son, embraced him, and kissed him.21 His son said to him, ‘Father, I have sinned against both heaven and you, and I am no longer worthy of being called your son.t’
22 “But his father said to the servants, ‘Quick! Bring the finest robe in the house and put it on him. Get a ring for his finger and sandals for his feet. 23 And kill the calf we have been fattening. We must celebrate with a feast, 24 for this son of mine was dead and has now returned to life. He was lost, but now he is found.’ So the party began.
1. In the story, why did the father accept his son back home? (because he loved him no matter what)
1. Can you think of a time when you were going through a storm but god was always with you?
1. What should we do when we are going through the “wind” or a “storm”?  (Trust God; pray; read our bible; lean on God’s wisdom; etc)
1. How can we trust that God is guiding us even though we can’t always see it?  (Remember the times in the past when he was there for us;  read the promises he gave us in the bible; etc)

Sweet Summer Guide – Activity page (13 min)
Activity Sheets will be passed out. Take time before passing out to go over the sheet with your children. They consist of a few different activities that kids can do by themselves. Activity Sheets are lesson-specific.
Distribute a My Sweet Summer Guide to each child. 
· KID WORD: Have one or two of the children read the Kid Word. 
· KID ANSWER: Tell the children that when their parents/other adult pick them up and ask them… “did you have fun”, “what did you learn today?” etc….that they should answer with the Kid Answer. Read it to them once and allow them to read it again or repeat it out loud. 
· ACTIVITY PAGE: Have the children complete the activity page. Go over the different activities on the page and then allow the children to work on it on their own. 
· Have them number the pictures in the order that they happened in the story:  1, 4, 3, 2
· Have them fill in the missing words for our Kid Answer
· Connect the dots  (pig)
· How many triangles in the kite?    34
· Maze
· Tell us what happened next 
Read the first part of the story, allow the children to name a person’s name and to identify the ‘super power ingredient’. 

Have them help you finish the story using their imagination. 
· At Home Family Challenge
Review this page with the children and explain that we want them to either build or fly a kite with their family this week. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Ask them to share a picture either by emailing it, posting on FB or bringing it next week. 
· Journal Pages
Tell the children to take some time during the week to draw a picture and write a few sentences about their family challenge. They can also ask their family to write in the journal as well. 


Salvation Call (1 min)
Every week in every Juicy Group we want to invite kids who don’t know Jesus to make Him boss of their life. Children will repeat a prayer that the MGL will lead them in and celebrate any decisions!!
Salvation prayer: have the children repeat after you – “Dear Jesus, I Admit that I have sinned and messed up in my life. I believe that you still love me and died on the cross to save me. I commit from today on to do my best to follow you and the example that you lived. We love you Jesus, Amen!”

Prayer (4min)
No group should be dismissed without a time of prayer and praise. Use this time to pray over any needs in your group and hoot and holler over any praise reports. Prayer and Praise Cards will be available for kids to write down their requests or reports.
Encourage the children to share with you something they would like prayer for. (Example – sickness, school test, friendships, family, fear)
