Family Time (4 min) 
Family Time is a 4-minute ice-breaker to allow children to get to know each other and the Mentor Group Leader (MGL). This should allow children to be more receptive to those who are teaching and open to sharing what’s on their heart.  

Eyeball Tag
Group sits in a circle in chairs with one person in the center. Everyone puts their heads down.  When you say “Go” the people sitting in the chairs randomly look at someone in the circle. If they make direct contact with another person, they must switch chairs. The person in the middle tries to grab one of the empty seats.  

The Core and DQ’s (9 min)
This is the core of the small group time. This is where the MGL’s will give a very short teaching about the topic. After the teaching, there are discussion questions to engage the children. MGL’s are encouraged to have a good understanding of the topics to help keep discussion time on topic and to do their best to answer (or find an answer) questions.

Every summer the sun is out for months often times without clouds or rain. The only way for us to see clearly is with sunglasses.  Without sunglasses we have to squint, strain our eyes and struggle to see, but when we put our sunglasses on it’s much easier to see what’s in front of us and where things are.

Today’s kid answer is “Like sunglasses, God makes life clear.”  There is a story in the bible, a true story, about Jesus healing a man that was blind since he was born.  The man never knew what it was like to see, and Jesus healed him.

The man who was blind was like a person with no sunglasses, except he literally couldn’t see. He couldn’t see where he was going. He couldn’t do many of the simple things that we do every day—things we take for granted—because he was blind. All of a sudden when he allows Jesus to enter his life, he is literally healed of blindness and can see where he is going.

Many of us are like this blind man. We have “stuff” in our way that keeps us from seeing where God wants us to go. However, just like we put on sunglasses to see better when the sun is bright, when we put on Jesus He helps us see better.

1. What do you think would be hardest thing if you were physically blind?
2. What is like it being spiritually blind (living life and making decisions without Jesus in mind)?
3. What can we do to put Jesus “”on” so we can see more clearly? (Focus on God, Pray, Read our Bible, etc)
4. What do you think happens when we put Jesus on and are able to see more clearly?  (He guides us, we become more like Christ, we are able to live a better life, etc)



Sweet Summer Guide (13 min)
Sweet Summer Guides will be passed out. 

· Go over the kid word and kid answer (1 minute)
· Give the kids time to do the activities (5 minutes)
· What happened next…? (6 minutes)
· There are three different story options; choose one to start with.
· Read it and then continue the story with one or two sentences.  Go around in a circle and have each kid continue the story with one or two sentences.
· When it gets back to you, you can end it.
· Do all three if time allows.
· Encourage the kids to do the at home challenge (1 minute)




Salvation Call (1 min)
Every week in every Juicy Group we want to invite kids who don’t know Jesus to make Him boss of their life. Children will repeat a prayer that the MGL will lead them in and celebrate any decisions!!
Salvation prayer: have the children repeat after you – “Dear Jesus, I Admit that I have sinned and messed up in my life. I believe that you still love me and died on the cross to save me. I commit from today on to do my best to follow you and the example that you lived. We love you Jesus, Amen!”


Prayer (4min)
No group should be dismissed without a time of prayer and praise. Use this time to pray over any needs in your group and hoot and holler over any praise reports. Prayer and Praise Cards will be available for kids to write down their requests or reports.
Encourage the children to share with you something they would like prayer for. (Example – sickness, school test, friendships, family, fear)
